48
students entered world of Data Sciences
using R and Python language. These hands-
on training sessions have helped the
students in understanding the processes
and systems that are used to extract
information, analyse data, forecasting and

predictive analysis.

The Bombay Stock Exchange Institute Ltd,
one of the premier institutes in the field of
capital market, trained 64 students
enrolled in the Course on Financial
Modelling and Course on Mastering the
Stock Market. Competent professionals
shared their knowledge on wide range of
emerging issues and challenges covering
stock market, financial derivatives,
commodity markets and risk analysis. The
students had an opportunity for
experiential learning with exposure to real
time stock trading with the BSE Stock
