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Rendezvous with the Cricket Champion -
Atul Wassan

The man who introduced
cricket to the generation of 80s,
Atul Wassan is a name that
cricket fans associate with
a tall, energetic and resolute
medium-paced bowler who was
an ace performer. He is the man
who made history by playing a
pivotal role in winning the
Irani Trophy for Delhi.
Unfortunately, his injuries did
not allow him to continue his
international career for too

long. Displaying the
indefatigable spirit of
a true sportsperson, he

redirected the course of his |
career, became a successful |
cricket commentator and also |
anchored various cricket shows.

We were fortunate to meet him and discuss the
passion of hislife - cricket.

Good Morning, Sir. Thank you for giving us your
valuable time, we are truly elated to have this
conversation. Let’s start from where your journey
began. Did you always aspire to be a cricketer?

Yes, definitely. My interest in professional cricket was
sparked by India’s victory in the "83 World Cup. I used to
play cricket in school, but this glorious victory inspired
me to get formal training and make a career in the sport.
Unfortunately, at that time, Delhi did not have many
facilities required for professional training. I started
playing for Delhi University, became the captain of the
team and was consequently, selected for Delhi Under-19
team. I belong to a middle-class family, my parents wanted
me to be academically and financially secure, hence, they
did not support my ambition initially. For me, this was the
most difficult challenge to overcome.

You have played a number of international matches for
India but after your injury, you could not continue to

play inter_r_lél_t'igga].&ﬁd(et. How did this injury affect
your career? —

I i i irty years ago. At that time, there
weren't many medical specialists and physiotherapists
available for sports injuries. So,d started taking Cortisone

injections to relieve the pain and
kept playing despite my injury,
which made things worse.
Nowadays, the availability of
sports injury specialists and
digital X-rays have provided the
sportspersons with ample
guidance and awareness to treat
the injuries in the right way. I
have accepted my injury as my
fate and moved on.

There are many people in India
| who have the talent butlack the
| training and platform to
- showecase it. According to you,
. what should the government
do to tap this unrecognised
" talent?

Unlike the players of the developed countries, who play
sports as their hobby regardless of their professions,
Indians are not oriented towards sports as a nation and
also tend to forgo their hobbies. If you get a lucrative job,
will you continue to play sports? So, rather than the
government, it is the responsibility of the youth to
change the mindset of the society and nurture the
culture of sports. The allocation of government funds
for sports in India is very meagre. There is a need to
prioritise those sports in which we are naturally gifted
and allocate funds accordingly. Indians are blessed
with good wrist movements and hand-eye coordination.
Cricket is one sport which requires both of these
skills. Other such sports include hockey, archery
and shooting. These are the sports that India should
investin.

Do you think that IPL is a platform to take the game of
cricket forward orisitjust glitz and glamour?

I do notbelieve that IPL fully reflects what cricket actually
is. IPL is cricketainment - cricket plus entertainment.
Since it has given many promising players to the nation, it
does have its own benefits. It is a platform for budding
cricketers to showcase their talent. The selection
committee, which otherwise takes a long time to notice
talent, discovers it through IPL. Also, it has provided fame
and financial security to many players.

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We all know that cricket is a very demanding profession,
so how did you manage the balance between your
personal and professional life?

If a sportsman focuses too much on his personal life, he
stands a chance to lose his profession. It is very important
to draw a line between your professional and personal life,
which is true not only for a cricketer but for any
sportsperson. Even a great player like Roger Federer has
kept his personal life adjusted according to the profession
and not the other way round.

You have been the Chairman of Selectors for Delhi Ranji
Trophy. What are the key attributes that the selectors
look forin young cricketers?

A combination of talent, fitness, grit and an unbreakable
spirit. If one gets disheartened very easily, like losing
confidence due to getting out on the first ball, then one
cannot become a player. Failures are the stepping-stones
to success. A sportsman needs to capitalise on his
strengths and learn from his mistakes. However, there are
myriad issues involved in selecting the best talent. Certain
influences try to keep talented players out, which is very
heartbreaking. I have tried to address this problem to the
best of my ability.

What s your favourite part about being a cricketer?

I have never pondered upon this question. Rather than a
particular aspect, I like the sport in its entirety. Cricket is
my life. Once you start playing a sport, you put your soul
into it and that becomes a major part of who you are.

Can you share some of your favourite dressing room
memories?

One of my favourite dressing room memories dates back
to my first test match. My idol congratulated me after my
debut. This was the time when I idolised Kapil Dev and
Richard Hadlee. This match turned out to be one of the
best matches I have ever played, as I got the wickets off the
first two balls. Hadlee came to the dressing room to
congratulate me. So, it was a special moment.

In the 90s, you raised your voice against the system
underestimating the importance of fast bowlers in the
team. What is your take on that now?

I still stand by my opinion. We can see fast bowlers
winning the matches for our country. Batsmen can draw
matches with their centuries, but if you don’t have
bowlers to pick up the wickets, how will you win matches?
Now, we are winning so many matches because of the
skills of Bumrah, Shami, Ishant and other bowlers. Our
way of playing cricket has matured.

Do you have any advice for the aspiring cricketers?

My advice to the young cricketers is to always be focused
and dedicated. Mere talent is not enough for success. I
remember when I met Virat Kohli for the first time, he was
twelve years old. Though he was very talented, at that time,
he lacked focus and discipline. But once he acquired these
two attributes, he gained success. Always remember to keep
your feet on the ground because there is no substitute for
three things in life, namely family, diligence and humility.

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A Learning Experience

Teachers come to their workplace to teach but I find thatI

had come to this college only to learn. Teaching at Sri
Guru Gobind Singh College of Commerce has only been
alearning experience forme.

It was October 1995, full 24 years ago, that I joined
here as a guest lecturer at the age of 41, trying to
rehabilitate myself after more than a decade of
domesticity. After an interview in January 1996, I became
apermanent lecturer, an event I regard as nothing short of
receiving panah or protection from Sri Guru Gobind
Singh Ji.

My first lecture was on
Micro Economics and my
first students were 9 in
number, among them was Dr.
Kajleen Kaur of today.
Through the window of that
small, low-roof classroom, I &
could see tall grass waving
above a clump of rubble. It |
was reassuring. It reminded
me of Visva Bharati
University at Santiniketan,
West Bengal where I had
taught earlier for six years, ™
basically out in the open,
under the trees with students sitting around me, and only
a wooden blackboard as infrastructure - something which
‘Gurudev’ Rabindranath Tagore, the founder of the
institution, had not put much store by.

Today, SGGSCC stands proud and impressive,
holding its head high before the TV Tower. But more
impressive than the infrastructure is its spirit, which has
only grown stronger with time. As Karl Marx had pointed
out, every mode of production has not only an economic
base but also a superstructure. The Soviet Union
crumbled because its superstructure or mindset had not
changed in accordance with its infrastructure and forces
of production.

But in this college the enthusiasm, the zest, the quest
for excellence has continued to grow along with its
infrastructure. The bright and airy class-rooms with
facilities for power-point-presentations, the air-
conditioned staff-room, the labs, the library, the
auditorium, not to speak of the lift and slopes for wheel-
chairs; and so on. T still temember the foundations being
laid, with mall donkeys going up and down the pit with
theirloads. .

The exquisitely beautiful gurdwara is a symbol of the

overall spiritual message that this college, as a seat of

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learning, sends out. (I was indeed fortunate to see it being
builtand inaugurated).

Well, what have [ learnt here?

When I joined, I could not understand a word of
Punjabi and could not take part in much of the
conversation that went on all around me, among
colleagues who, on an average, were at least a whole
decade younger than me. Now, I can understand quite a
bit, though I cannot read and speak the language.

When I joined I was an illiterate in computers. It did
not matter in the first few years but soon I had to learn.

Why, I eventually received an I-Pad from the college! I
took attendance on my Smartphone through an app
whose name [ was certainly unworthy of: the SmartProf. I
thank all those who have tried to educate me in this area,
never showing impatience.

I'had come to Delhi and Delhi University at the age of
sixteen, going on seventeen, but I had not known the
length and breadth of the city. That happened only after
I began travelling to college, first from Vasant Kunj
(16 years) and then from Gurgaon (7 years) by various
forms of transport and in all sorts of weather. I take
this opportunity to thank my colleagues who have
often given me lifts in their cars and later, company on
Metro rides.

To have one’s workplace near one’s home has many
conveniences, but having it far away has given me two
worlds, as it were, to dwell in. When home was
overcrowded, and also when it became deserted, college
was such a change! I am going to miss my energizing and
refreshing travels which have been part and parcel of my
service.

I have had all sorts of exposures through this college.
Freshers’ welcomes to farewells, alumni meets to
seminars, lohri celebrations to musical evenings, and Staff
Association picnics to educational trips with Jaagriti, the
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Enabling Society. Some were pure fun, some profoundly
moving. I have had the good fortune to shell peas and
scrape carrots for langars, partake of the halwa and sit
down on the ground for the prasad and the khichri, the dal
and the khir. I have often been a member of the Langar
Commiittee, beautifully managed by others (such as Dr.
Kanwaljit Kaur). I always tried to briefly stir the dal or
khichri.

Weddings to cremations, I have attended both on
account of this college.

I have served under four Principals, each stamping
his/her personality upon this growing institution. Prof.
Jaswant Singh, who was there at my interview as
permanent lecturer in January 1996, had been skeptic
about my staying on. “Remember, a rolling stone gathers
no moss,” he had said severely at the interview. Well, Sir, I
have gathered a lot of moss about myself by now. My
knees are buckling underits weight.

Dr. Rajinder Kaur was a friendly and an able
administrator.

Dr. Jaspal Singh brought modernization and a
widening of outlook, reinforced by discipline. He infused
the college with his appreciation of music and his sense of
humor.

Dr. Jatinder Bir Singh, once simply JB’, is making the
college evolve further. He is giving it a leadership, a sense of
direction, taking it to ‘inclusive growth’ (as the term goes in
Economics), with his concern for ‘the specially enabled’.

The three Vice Principals I have served are scholars
from our very midst, and so approachable.

Dr. D.D. Chaturvedi was the Head of the Economics
Department when I joined. It feels good to be retiring
with him as the Head again.

Mrs. Bhupinder Kaur was the Head of the Commerce
Department when I was doing the third and last round as
the Head of the Economics Department. Apart from the
kind co-operation of my own department, it was she who
saw me through.

My colleagues, who over time became much more, in
their own individual ways, have seen me through a lot of
complicated times. By lending me what used to go round
in the mid-90s as ‘Bose Notes’, Dr. Shelly Verma offered
me the first hand of friendship. In the course of time, there
were others ... and others. My beautiful colleagues, I have
admired you all, from your dresses, hairstyles, accessories
to the golden hearts within. The bonhomie, the warmth
thatemanates from the Staff Room is truly remarkable.

Too numerous to mention, all, all my colleagues have
been extraordinarily kind to me, often surprising me with
gifts. I had taken oceupation of a particular corner of the
Staff Room, a vantage point by the microwave, directly
facing the door with a full view of the entire room. I used
to sit beside; if not quite within, a circle of friends who
have been, for the last two decades and more, growing up
together.
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Except for very few, all my colleagues have been
‘junior colleagues’, some more junior than the others.
Pretty young women, helping me take my shaky steps at
Metro stations and on DUTA rallies ... not many have had
the good fortune of having colleagues like that!

I have made several friends of various age groups and
backgrounds, and lost a few of them to retirement and
death. I remember Madam Rajinder Kaur with her basic
gentleness, I remember Bhatia Saab with his beautiful
handwriting. I recall Jaspal Singh Sir with the chana he
distributed, Avtar Singh Sir so brave, Terlochan Singh Sir
so welcoming, and of course, our very own dear Madam
Manmohan.

The old Library, rather difficult to navigate between
the racks, has undergone the most remarkable change,
but the staff still exude a quiet friendliness that makes it a
wonderful resort, even when one is not feeling
academically inspired.

I have learnt alotabout friendship in this college.

I have learnt a lot about the youth in this college,
particularly so because I have missed having my own sons
near me at thisundergraduate stage.

I have taught not just Economics Hons. students but
B.Com. and B.Com. (Hons.) students as well. [ have been
quite impressed by their brightness. They have especially
amazed me with the brilliant functions they organized
under the various ‘society’ banners.

When I had started teaching (at Visva Bharati in July
1977), my students were just a few years younger than me.
The gap has widened. In teaching the topic of
Agriculture, I have often mentioned the film, ‘Mother
India’ to them, with the famous poster of Nargis
ploughing through the fields by herself. Over the years
here, Ifeel I have become Grandmother India.

But immeasurable are the rewards of suddenly
hearing a “Hello Ma’am” (from a face familiar but a name
forgotten).

Urban Dance

Hip Hop Dance is an expression of learning, growth and evolution in a liberal
environment. It imbibes the motivation to live and lead an enlightened life with
fulfilment as well as accomplishment. Hip Hop primarily includes Breaking
(Bboying). Breaking, as an artistic construct, is not separable from the strong
impact of Hip Hop music and rhythms. DJ Kool Herc used the terms ‘b-boys’
and ‘b-girls’ for the dancers as they danced to the breakbeat loops. The dance
battles are not violent. Here, instead of fighting with weapons, people compete
with their creative movements. In this process, the dancers earn pride, identity
and purpose in life. With the advent of the Hip Hop culture, the differences
among people faded as music and dance are for everyone regardless of their
race, culture and socio-economic status.

History of Hip Hop Dance in India: According to Rajan Rathore (former
member of Beast Mode Crew and guest faculty at Ambedkar University, Delhi),
the advent of Hip Hop in India may be attributed to Hera and Simon, the two
prominent dancers who started teaching this art in the country. They formed a
crew and gradually, this dance form became widespread all over the country.

However, they later formed independent crews due to
personal reasons. In 2012, Beast Mode Crew was formed
by Ninja, who is also known for introducing ‘breaking’ in
Mumbai and Delhi. Through these growing
opportunities, breakers got the chance to go abroad,
participate in battles and events, and gain knowledge on a
wider scale.

Origin of Urban Dance: Hip Hop music gave birth to
Urban Dance, which is known for turning theatres,
festivals and streets into platforms for performances. Itisa
popular and influential style of dance. The elements that
drive Hip Hop subculture are prominent in this form of
dance as well. Urban Dance has grown from the streets to
becoming recognised on a globallevel.

The word, urban refers to a city, where the process of
development and improvement continues over time. In
the context of Urban Dance, it implies a fresh and new
dance style, which is regularly updated through
experiment and creativity. In other words, the
choreography in the dance should not depict any specific
form or style. Urban Dance has no foundations or rules of
its own but gives perfect freedom and flexibility of style
and body movement. However, this form of dance may be
influenced by other dance forms like Hip Hop, Funk Style,
Jazz, Contemporary, etc. Here, the existing flavours and
foundations of the practitioner affect the dance, making
the style aunique one.

Urban Dance is similar to Hip Hop, in the sense that it
consists of movements derived from Hip Hop grooves,
gestures, footwork, floorwork and expressions, and it is
different from the latter on account of the employment of
creativity with the advancement of music. Further, unlike
other foundational dance forms, Urban has no set rules.
My dance idols, Brian Puspos-and Keone Madrid have

their own unique style. In the words of Brian, “T like
Maths, and Geometry is my favourite subject. The shapes
and the lines, they actually show through my style when I
do more angular things with my body.” Likewise, Keone
always comes up with some new innovative concepts or
different music interpretation patterns in his works. As a
dance practitioner, I seek to bring variations in my work in
the context of movements, gestures, levels and
interpretation of music.

Urban Dance Camp (UDC): Urban Dance Camp is
the most intensive dance-education-imparting-platform
in the world. It boasts of extraordinary talent from across
the globe, which is second to none. UDC is an appropriate
platform to exhibit superb dancing skills to a wider global
audience. Every year, dance legends, YouTube stars,
choreographers, artists and directors from over forty
nations participate in the event. The participants get an
opportunity to interact with distinguished experts from
diverse fields and countries. The first UDC in India was
organised in Mumbai in the year 2016. As stated by Ankit
Sati, faculty at Big Dance Center, a famous YouTuber and
former performer at India’s Got Talent (also, my mentor
who happened to be a participant at UDC Asia 2016,
Mumbai), “Urban Dance followers and practitioners are
no longer required to travel to Germany or other
countries to practise this form.”

Dance Competitions: The idea to initiate Hip Hop
International (HHI) was conceived by Howard and Karen
Schwartz in 2000, when they observed the street dancers
in Paris and Tokyo, attracting a large crowd with their
skilful moves. This type of entertainment surpassed all
the boundaries of language. In order to attract the
attention of an ever-rising audience, there was a need to

honour the dance with professionalism.
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Hip Hop International (HHI) was established in 2002.
Based in Los Angeles, USA, HHI organises a variety of live
as well as televised dance competitions, including Urban
Dance competition. These competitions enjoy great
recognition and popularity all over the world. The
purpose of setting up of this organisation was to
introduce and popularise street dance. HHI started with
9-member-crew competitions and eventually gained
popularity through America’s Best Dance Crew (ABDC),
the show produced by HHI for MTV.

HHI has been making its presence felt in the officially
affiliated countries through globally recognised
competitions and educational workshops organised by
eminent choreographers. HHI also organises the World
Hip Hop Dance Championship. Anjan Siva Kumar, under
the banner of Anjan Events and Production, took India’s
best dancers to represent our country at the World Hip
Hop Dance Championship, Las Vegas, USA - to compete
with the best crews from different countries.

Achievements of Indian Dancers in HHI: (i) In 2012,
Suresh and Vernon (Fictitious Crew) made history by
reaching the finals in the World Hip Hop Dance
Championship, Las Vegas, USA. India was the first
country to have its representatives reach the finals in the
very first visit. Any Body Can Dance 2, released in 2015, is
based on this real-life story.

(ii) In 2015, Kings United India (formed by Suresh
Mukund) won the bronze medal in the World Hip Hop
Dance Championship, San Diego, USA. This crew made
history by becoming the only Indian team to win a medal.

(i) In 2016, 13.13 Crew made it to top 4 after
competing with more than 72 teams from 55 countries.

The future of Urban Dance in India looks bright. This
generation is getting to learn more about this form
through social media, events and workshops.

Coronavirus (COVID-19) Outbreak:
Cues for Global Information Scenario

An alternative theory that posits centrality of communication
in containing the global pandemic.

Do you recollect the last time you felt integrated with,
and susceptible to a cataclysmic event that transpired at
the global front?

Some might recall the yester-year ghouls of HIN1,
SARS and MERS that followed the deviously similar crisis
trajectory as the recent COVID-19 outbreak. I will first
discuss how COVID-19 compares to the past viral
epidemics before I move on to discuss the linkages of the
worldwide pandemic with the prevalent global economic
and information order.

SARS, MERS, HIN1 and COVID-19 are all
contagious, respiratory illnesses that are caused by the
same family of viruses called ‘coronavirus’. The
coronaviruses are zoonotic pathogens, which means that
they originate in a variety of animal species. They are then
transmitted from animal to animal by way of exchange of
bodily fluids and secretions, and from animals to humans
by way of contact with respiratory droplets and
consumption of infected animals. While SARS (2002),
MERS (2012) and COVID-19 (2019) originated from
different species of bats, the HIN1 influenza virus that
caused the ‘Swine-Elu’(2009) got transmitted from the
pigs. Different strains of influenza virus are responsible for
the seasonal flu that occurs each year, but the disease in
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itself is now considered preventable with the development
and mass availability of flu vaccine across the world.

COVID-19 seems to spread easily amongst humans.
The symptoms tend to be mild and are similar to those
associated with common flu (fever, cough and shortness
of breath), but the disease can turn fatal within a few days.

Apart from their zoonotic pedigree, the other, rather
conspicuous commonality that links all these epidemics
(barring MERS) is the source of its origination, which is
China. According to WHO and the media reports, the
earliest known case of COVID-19 outbreak is linked to the
infamous live animal markets in Wuhan, China from
where the virus first got transmitted from animals to
humans via contact with respiratory droplets.

Progression & its Multi-dimensional Impact

COVID-19, which was first reported in December
2019 in Wuhan (China), has since spread to about 223
countries and infected almost 220 million people across
the world. There have been over 4.5 million deaths
worldwide.

The resultant worldwide public health scare has hit
the production lines, supply chains and corporate profits
across the globe. Major multilateral conferences, trade
shows, cultural events and sporting events (including the
2020 Olympic Games) have either been cancelled or



postponed in wake of the outbreak.

As per The New York Times, school closures have
affected millions of students globally. Hospitality and
travel sectors have been hit the hardest with people
averting flights and other transit modes or dropping travel
plans altogether. Many businesses have reported the
coronavirus cases in their workforces. Globally, stock
markets are witnessing varying degrees of volatility due
to the uncertainty and stimulus packages by respective
governments.

Reasons Behind its Untamed Spread

As COVID-19 continues to stretch its territorial might
across newer geographies, it is pertinent to understand
the reasons behind its untamed spread and the perspective
it offers for the global policy framework in order to
containitsill-effects on the global economy:

Looking at the topology of countries comprising the
outbreak list, you'll find that middle-income to high-
income nations feature prominently in the compilation:
Such nations have long witnessed @ high incidence of
travel amongst its citizens across all. categories including
business, leisure and education, or increasingly on
account of significant immersion of local talent pool in
global transnational organizations.

The objectives of ec’{_)nbr_nic prosperity, murw
rewarding diplomatic relations and trade ties have lof
fuelled the wave of globalization, which'in turn has maﬁ
national borders increasingly porous, allowing a multi-
cultural exchange of people, practices and customs. All of
this is not without the twin specters of heightened
integration and susceptibility of nations to even a one-off
catastrophic event that may happen in‘one small part of
the world. SARS and H1N1 outbreaks are past instances
of such susceptibility. +3,

The Relevance of WHO & Centrality of
Communication Protocols

World Health Organization (WHO) has been
coordinating disease and health-related matters
internationally and administering crisis-time response
mechanism in situations involving an epidemic outbreak.
What is commendable about this apex multilateral
agency is the multifaceted role it plays in deepening the
global information & communication order. How? WHO
has developed a robust framework and stringent
protocols that involve continued monitoring of the
situation on ground zero; maintained transparent
reporting of the status and fatalities for all stakeholders;
ensured lucid, standardized communication based on the
gravityof .the prevalent situation; and overseen
coordinated inter-governmental action and assistance
by way of aids and relief -work. More importantly,

it oversees widespread dissemination of credible
information on symptoms, preventive measures and
available treatment in an easy-to-understand manner
across media outlets, which is considered sacrosanct by
public broadcasters, governments and citizens. Such
multi-faceted communication protocols were central to
the containment efforts during previous instances of
global pandemics - SARS, MERS and HINI.

While SARS and MERS mortality rates are well
documented, it may be years before the complete
incidence data with regards to COVID-19 is known with
certainty. As novel coronavirus transmits from person to
person and spreads to new geographical locations, it can
mutate into more fatal forms and deal a heavy blow to
nations across the gloebe. With nations becoming ever
more intertwined, lack of timely information and
misinformation at such calamitous times translates
squarely into the huge cost in terms of economic loss and
the lossof human lives.

Widespread dissemination of correct information
and the persistent debunking of misinformation is our
only shot at throttling down the speed of the outbreak
until we succeed in developing a medical antidote of the
novel coronavirus. Continued communication will
ensure increased cohesion among all stakeholders in

ilizing medical resources and financial aid; increasing
interfgovernmental, cooperation;, and enhancing
accojtability towards the vulnerable or marginalized
sections of ‘society. Timely and widely dispersed
communication alone can mobilize public support
towards preventive measures and isolation protocols, and
help-overcome logistical bottlénecks with regards to the
availability of testing kits, respiratory masks and medical
supplies. '

It émerges that'ahy disaster management plan has to
keep ‘incessant and multi-faceted communication” at its
core if it were to yield success in containing the effects of a
global catastrophe.

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Is India Close to Stagflation?

According to the Consumer Price Index (CPI), retail
inflation has grown from 2.11% in December 2018 to
5.54% in November 2019, and within a month it has
increased to 7.35% (December 2019). In November 2019,
former Prime Minister Manmohan Singh had warned of
the potential risk of stagflation facing the Indian
economy. Stagflation is a situation accompanying high
rate of inflation, slow economic growth and a high level
of unemployment.

Phillips Curve shows that there is an inverse
relationship between inflation and unemployment.
Generally, high inflation signifies that an economy is
growing at its optimum potential. In August 2016,
Honorable Prime Minister Narendra Modi promised that
the coming year would witness an 8% growth rate, and he
also ensured to make India a major global growth driver.
However, currently, the growth rate has slumped to 5%,
and inflation has grown beyond RBI's limit range of 2% to
6%. This slowdown has disrupted people’s disposable
income, and the higher rate of inflation has lowered the
standard of living, thus ensuring that people can now
afford even fewer things.

So, where did we go wrong? At the heart of India’s
problem is the decline in consumption expenditure,
which is the result of policy missteps like Demonetization
and GST implementation. With lower demand, there is
no incentive for greenfield investment or for existing
capabilities to expand, thus there is lower incentive
to produce. The current social unrest has also
contributed to lower private investment. The recent
volatility of oil prices can further reduce public spending.
The Central Bank’s interest rate cuts and the inflow of
billions of dollars into the financial markets have not
helped the banks to register a creditable increase in
lending.

How close is India to stagflation? This slowdown is
not necessarily caused by stagflation, since there are no
cases of slippage from food to non-food inflation. There is
usually pressure on food prices from October to February.
Radhika Pandey, consultant with the Macro-Finance
Group at NIPEP said, “I suspect that the month of January
will see another round of high inflation, but once again,

it will only be due to an upsurge in two or three

vegetable prices. — onion, potato and garlic. If you
remove these three from the equation, inflation is actually
less than 5 per cent.”

Some economists believe that a decline in consumer
demandisasymptom rather than a cause of the economic
slowdown. Thus, the focus:should be on increasing the

output of goods and services. Till now, we have been
considering that India can achieve the pinnacle of
development only through the growth of the
rnanufacturing sector. However, it is now time to
acknowledge India as a service-driven economy and
rethink the development plan. India must look at new
sectors to fuel growth and shift the focus towards the
sectors of food, hospitality, tourism, retail and e-
commerce, without compromising the growth of
agriculture and manufacturing sectors.

Economists believe that the economy will rebound its
growth rate to 6.2% by March 2021, but the growth
mainly depends on how quickly the global demand and
the domestic spending recover.

Mispriced Stocks

“Price is what you pay. Value is what you get.” — Warren
Buffett

With the advent of 2020, stock markets look more
polarized than ever before. Despite the trade war, political
turmoil and other such unfavorable instances, the
majority of financial assets posted strong performance
with a booming stock market, overcoming the investors’
fears.

If you don’t believe in the Efficient Market
Hypothesis, you can look for stocks that can make a
fortune for you. Mispriced stocks are the hidden gems
which, if found at the right time, can reap unexpected
high returns.

As per the Efficient Market Hypothesis, market
prices of securities factor in all the information available
about the security and no amount of analysis can
lead to constant, risk-adjusted excess returns or alpha in
‘The Market’. Financial markets are sometimes very
irrational, as a result of which, some stocks run out
of favor. Prosperous businesses can also experience
huge sell-offs and consequently, a short-term negative
trend.

Investors, in search of multi-baggers, often miss
opportunities of investing in certain undervalued
stocks because of the differences in the perception of
businesses. An in depth study and understanding of
various factors is the only key to develop successful
investing strategies.

Capital Allocationas well as Mergers and Acquisitions
could be reasons for mispricing, in case investors perceive
them wrongly. Investors gemerally look for a share’s
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potential for the next few quarters or years, but the
management may have plans which will reap results after
5-10 years. This may put a strain on the cash flow for a few
years and analysts tend to ignore this fact.

Large Capex may lead to disinterest among investors
for certain stocks if benefits from such expansions are not
immediate. High depreciation and interest costs could
lower the profits but in the long run, if business is good,
growth would definitely compensate for the cost. Actions
of SEBI or stock exchanges, like Periodic Call Auctions
and ASM (Additional Surveillance Measure) can also lead
to such mispricing.

Mispricing of stocks can be a result of countless
reasons.

What does the Indian Healthcare Sector
Actually Need?

When it comes to sectors that directly affect national
welfare, countries generally take up socialist approaches
from the core. The exact opposite is the expected behavior
when it comes to those sectors, which have a rather
negative impact on welfare. A good example of the
former is railways and of the latter, it can be as big as
policy measures banning diesel vehicles or as small as the
high parking fee. This simple rule of thumb can be proved
easily with the example of our own country. But there is
one particular area where there is an ambiguity with
regard to our simple thesis - healthcare.

The BJP government launched a new policy, namely
Pradhan Mantri Jan-Arogya Yojana, some time ago. It was
promoted extensively as the world’s largest health
insurance program, but soon after its implementation,
many controversies started coming up with regard to its
conduct and misuse. This naturally creates a need for
introspection. Is it really just another policy that’s needed
toimprove our healthcare system?

In post-independent India, there has been a
substantial development in the way the healthcare of our
country has been structured, but it is still far from the
average satisfactory measures. It is difficult to believe that
even after more than 70 years of independence, our
healthcare sector (HC) is still not properly defined. The
reasoning here ii wd. Firstly, there is a half-hearted
pr e government in our HC sector. There is

neither a socialist approach nor a capitalist one. To a

Wswmed that it is a combination
these two, but overall it’s just messy. Consider this, a

little less than a quarter if_t.he population is below the

poverty line and yet, more than 70% of the citizens prefer
to seek private healthcare which is 4 times more expensive
than the public sector (NSS 2014). Secondly, there is no
defined way the government takes any action to tackle
any problem relating to the HC sector. If we look across
the globe, America has a more focused approach towards
enhancing the insurance structure, whereas, UK has a
totally socialist approach. Our country, on the other hand,
has been fiddling with everything on the plate, never
settling for anything.

Assuming the debate, ‘Healthcare - Luxury or Right?’,
to be of no use as of now, it is still a major concern for a
nation to keep up its medical facilities. So, where is it that
India actually lags behind?

One obvious factor is the insufficient funding on part
of the government. Typically, the Indian healthcare
expenditure accounts for around 4% of its GDP, which is
much less than what the developed countries devote to
this sector. To understand this insufficiency, let us
consider this case study.

Eighty one per cent of the smokers in India smoke
‘beedi’, which is a kind of traditional local cigarette. A
study conducted in 2016 concluded that it costs India a
whopping 805.5 billion in terms of ill health and early
death, all due to beedi smoking (Centre for Public Policy
Research). It hasbeen evident in the past regulations thata
rigid taxation structure can help reduce consumption and
increase national revenue, but still, only a fraction of the
tax charged on cigarettes is charged on beedis, giving no
thought to the fact that beedis are more harmful than
cigarettes, leaving us with only 41.7 million in tax revenue.
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Comparing these figures with the overall budget of 5000
million on healthcare, it is clear that something doesn’t
quite add up here.

Moreover, there have been continuous attempts by
the government with regard to the privatization of a
majority of medical institutions over the years. The most
recent one being NITI Aayog’s plan to privatize all
medical facilities in Tier-I and Tier-II cities. Apart from
these ‘government-blaming’ issues, there are certain
barriers that India faces to achieve the best healthcare.
Overpopulation, illiteracy and poverty are amongst these.

At this point, it makes sense to compare our
healthcare system with the systems of other countries, to
see what works and what doesn’t. For this purpose, as a
benchmark, I take two countries for comparison, US and
UK.

The United States of America has the infamous
‘Medicaid’ policy. It also has a similar ‘Obamacare’ policy,
which was initiated during former President Obama’s
tenure. Both policies promote insurance, as that is the
core of America’s take on healthcare. Cheap insurance is
made available under these policies to those eligible. The
criteria are based onincome, age, dependency;, etc.

Nine out of ten Americans have their health insured
(NCHS Health Insurance). These people are able to avail
top-notch medical facilities at very low rates. The glitch
with the US healthcare system occurred due to an
increased demand for medical facilities, and decreased
costs for the insured. The generic prices shot up but as
these costs were borne by the remaining 10%, there came
in more defaulters, and overall costs, including the

premiums that the insured people were paying, increased.
This has led to a vicious cycle of medical inflation, hurting
both the insured and the uninsured.

The United Kingdom, on the other hand, is one of the
top healthcare providers in the world. It works on a
socialist approach with its National Health Service
scheme. Under the scheme, everyone can avail medical
help for a nominal fee of 8.85 GBP, and avail all facilities
according to the prescription, which includes tests,
medicines, etc. This scheme has been successful mainly
due to two reasons. First is UK’s extensive taxation
structure and second is simply the fact that NHS has been
in operation since the 1940s.

No country in the healthcare ranking index follows
the same approach. Different environments have different
problems and therefore, varied solutions. India has not
been able to create its own tailor-made strategy for the
same. Just a cursory view of the statistics of individual
states reveals the varied nature of healthcare in India.

At this point, it is worthwhile to remember that
Congress launched a policy similar to PMJAY in 2008 -
Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Jan-Aushadi Yojana. Hence, our
HC sector does not require the implementation of a new
policy after every few years but needs a comprehensive
plan for the sake of its betterment. This debate can go to
unending lengths, yet it is evident that the country
demands a nationwide restructuring for an effective
approach to tackle the healthcare issues it currently faces.

Can Safer Roads for Women
Pave the Way for Growth?

News comes and goes, so do the revolutions that are
triggered and made immensely popular by the social
media. One such social revolution was #MeToo which
mostly reverberated in the circles comprising celebrities,
ultra-modern class and to some extent the youth of the
country. Despite so much of pro-women shouting from
digital rooftops, our problems pertaining to gender pay
gap, violence, sexual harassment and unpaid labor are very
much still with us. I first came across another severely
ignored problem, especially in the Indian context, when I
learnt about a conference held in January 2018, co-hosted
by World Bank and World Resource Institute which
concluded with an all-powerful message that transport is
not gender neutral.

Much of the thinking on building transport
infrastructure in India revolves around stepping up
investment for growth and development of Ports &
Shipping, Roads & Highways, Civil Aviation and Railways.
Within the cities, the travel infrastructure takes the form
of building more motorable roads to accommodate more
cars per se. Caroline Criado Perez writes in Invisible Women
- Exposing Data Bias in a World Designed for Men, “Given that
women generally walk further and for longer than men,
this marginalization of non-motorized travel inevitably
affects them more. In short, the assumption that shorter
walking trips are irrelevant to infrastructure policy is little
short of an assumption that women are irrelevant to
infrastructure policy.”

Vivek Kaul, an economist and the author of the Easy
Money Trilogy, in his recent article in Bangalore Mirror
brings back the focus on the travel infrastructure, keeping
in mind what’s in there for poor walkers. He associates the
lack of proper walking paths with the dipping female
labor participation rate in India. Curiously, I searched for
these numbers on the World Bank website, which showed
that the labor force participation rate among women aged
15 and above in India was a little less than a quarter
(23.6%) in 2018. Around the same time, Woetzel,
Madgavkar & Sneader in their report on - The Power of
Parity: Advancing Women’s Equality in Asia Pacific,
Shanghai: The McKinsey Global Institute Report, found that
an increase in women’s labor force participation by 10
percentage points has the potential of stepping up the
Indian GDP to the tune of § 770 billion by 2025. To put
things into perspective, if we ignore the women in the
development oday, it is going to be Bad
Economicsin the time to come.

A somewhat closely associated and grave issue that
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must not be ignored is sexual violence and safety of
women while travelling. Esa Marie D’Silva, an honoree of
Vital Voices” Global Leadership Award Program, while
discussing the issue of gender-based violence in transport,
highlighted how her organization leveraged crowd
sourcing to create a heatmap of the riskiest areas for
women living in Indian cities to gauge this phenomenon
comprehensively. Families often cite safety considerations
as the key reason behind women’s limited mobility. This
has an adverse bearing on the access to education, jobs
and other opportunities, which consequently interferes
with long-term well being of women too.

Census 2011 data shows that the share of trips by
walking in Indian cities is as high as 16-57 per cent,
depending on the size of the city. Two moot concerns that
emerge from our discussion are - an urgent need for safe
transport for women along with safe spaces for them to
walk. Therefore, to ensure the increased presence of
women in economic activities, the availability of safe and
reliable transport services is not just desirable but
mandatory. Addressing the needs of women also ensures
that the needs and issues of other women-dependent
groups like children and elderly are addressed too.

From the melting of our glaciers to our oceans turning
into junkyards, we are in a state of climate emergency and
have begun an apocalypse, sparked by the continuous
abuse of our environment over the years.

The wildlife population of
our planet has enormously reduced over the years,
causing an imbalance in the food chain. Poaching of wild
animals for their body parts (in the name of medicinal
values), hunting for fun and the trade of animals have
drastically reduced their population. Deforestation,
melting of ice caps and burning of grasslands & forests
have displaced the natural habitat of many animals. It can
be observed in the case of polar bears - whose habitat has
shrunk due to the melting of polar regions, and the trade
of their skin has made them earn the tag of being
‘vulnerable species’. Whales are another species facing
vulnerability, primarily due to the practice of whaling. In
the last century, more than 2 million whales have been
killed, pushing some species to the brink of extinction.
While whalingis often described as a ‘numbers game’, the
whaling debate is not just about numbers and
conservation but also about animal suffering. The
method used to huntand kill whales is fundamentally and
unacceptably cruel.

The practice of treating the oceans as a junkyard has
caused an astonishing quantity of plastic to flow into the
oceans, claiming the lives of thousands of marine animals
as their body parts get stuck in the plastic waste. The nets
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stick to their skin and the plastic wires get wrapped
around their mouths, blocking the oxygen supply. The
dead bodies of whales are found full of plastic waste like
bottles, caps and even metal parts of vehicles. The
terrestrial animals like cows, pigs and monkeys consume
plastic dumped in the forests and pastures, causing death,
as they aren’t able to digest plastic. Also, the acidification
of oceans has diminished the oxygen levels, resulting in
the damage of coral reefs, and softening the shells of
animals, like crabs.

All these problems have interfered with the natural
ecological balance of our planet. We must take serious
steps immediately. The time is right for an environmental
revolution. We must stand up for our planet, enforce
serious action and work as a team, as only our combined
efforts can save us. Rather than blaming the government,
let us all take the initiative. If we fail to act now, we will
cause irreparable and disastrous damage to our planet.

According to the data provided by the United States
Geological Survey, some of the regional impacts of global
change forecast by the Inter-governmental Panel on
Climate Change are:

North America: Decreasing snowpack in the western
mountains; 5-20 per cent increase in the yields of rain-fed
agriculture in some regions; and increased frequency,
intensity as well as duration of heat waves in the cities.

Latin America: Gradual replacement of tropical
forest by savanna in Eastern Amazonia; risk of significant
biodiversity loss through species extinction in many
tropical areas; and significant changes in water availability
for human consumption, agriculture & energy
generation.

Europe: Increased risk of inland flash floods; more
frequent coastal flooding with increased erosion from
storms and rising sea-levels; glacial retreat in



mountainous areas; reduced snow cover; extensive loss of
species; and reduction of crop productivity in southern
Europe.

Africa: By 2020, between 75 and 250 million people
are projected to be exposed to increased water stress;
yields from rain-fed agriculture could be reduced up to 50
per cent in some regions; and agricultural production,
including access to food, may be severely compromised.

Asia: Freshwater availability projected to decrease in
Central, South, East and Southeast Asia by 2050; coastal
areas will be at risk due to increased flooding; also, the
death rate from diseases associated with floods and
droughtsis expected to rise in some regions.

We must unite to save our planet. Many governments
and agencies across the globe are making their best efforts
to save our planet, and they have succeeded to some
extent. For example, the infamous ozone hole above
Antarctica has been found to be in recovery; plastic
pollution is being controlled through plastic ban in many
parts of the world; the return of sea turtles has been
witnessed after de-cluttering the beaches; the increased

use of renewable sources of energy has led to the lower
usage of conventional sources; and the restoration of
coral reefs has paid off. Thus, many species like the grizzly
bear and snow leopard are now off the list of being
endangered.

Policy Analysis - Triple Talaq Act 2019

The Triple Talaq Bill, also called The Muslim Women
(Protection of Rights on Marriage) Bill was passed in both
the houses in July 2019. After the assent of the President, it
isnow an Act. The stated intent of this Actis to protect the
rights of married Muslim women, and to prohibit divorce
by the pronouncement of ‘talaq’ by their husbands. In
August 2017, the Supreme Court had declared instant
Triple Talaq as unconstitutional; and a divorce
pronounced by uttering talaq three times in one sitting as
void and illegal. The government then decided on a
legislation - The Triple Talaq Bill.

The Act makes all declaration of talaq, including
written or electronic form, to be void and illegal. In the
Muslim personal laws, pronouncement of the word
‘talaq’ thrice in one sitting by a Muslim man to his wife
results in an instant and irrevocable divorce. This law
declares that whoever pronounces such a talaq shall be
fined and imprisoned for a term up to three years, and the
offence would be cognizable. Apprehensions have been
raised over the cognizable nature of the instant triple
talaq, because it provides ground for misuse against
Muslim men since the police now needs no warrant to
arrest a Muslim man, on the basis of triple talaq. Which is
to say that the Muslim men could be jailed for uttering a
word thatholds no legal value.

The Act, alongside clauses like bail and
compounding, goes ahead to talk about ‘subsistence
allowance’, which is to say thatthe said Muslim woman is

entitled to seek subsistence allowance and custody of her
minor children from her husband. The opposition
questions the Act in the light of Supreme Court’s
judgement, which declares that the pronouncement of
talaq doesn’t end the marriage, whereas this Act allows
procedures to follow after the divorce in a scenario where
the divorce never happened.

The government claims that triple talaq is a historical
wrong done to the Muslim women and this act, which
aims at the protection of these women, is a victory of
gender justice, dignity and equality. The government
believes that this will give courage to the Muslim women
who have suffered in the past due to triple talaq, and its
abolishment will empower them. However, the
opposition says that the dignity of married Muslim
women was already restored by Supreme Court’s
judgement, and the Act doesn’t provide any form of
additional protection to the Muslim women. The
government continues to defend the Act as a preventive
measure against the exploitation of the Muslim wives by
their husbands.

Let’s try to comprehend and question this religion
centric legislation in the light of divisive politics. Let’s
assess if this law, alongside the rest, is a mere weapon or a
bona fide intention towards the welfare of Muslim
women.

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Reaching New Heights and Lows.
An Article on Climate Change

The human race has made tremendous progress in all
spheres of life. However, the important question that one
needs to ask is, “At what cost has this been done?” The
essence of economics lies in the fact that there are limited
resources and one has to utilize them in a way that ensures
sustainability and complete satisfaction of needs. But we
seem to have ignored the former concern while focusing
on the latter. Many voices have been raised against this
ignorance, but all of them die down due to the realization
that ecological effects of climate change do not get
included in the calculation of GDP, thus making it difficult
to associate such effects with monetary value. This, in
turn, deprives us of the opportunity to take measures for
economic development and protection.

As per the assessment report of Inter-governmental
Panel on Climate Change, from 1880 to 2012 the global
average temperature has increased by 0.85°C. The global
average sea level has risen by 19 cm as oceans have
expanded due to global warming and melting of ice. It is
expected that climate change will enhance income
inequalities within and between countries. In 2019, the
International Labour Organization published a report
titled, “Working on a warmer planet: The impact of heat
stress on labour productivity and decent work”, in which
it claimed that even if the rise in temperature is limited to
1.5 degrees, by the year 2030, climate change will cause
losses in productivity, reaching 2.2% of all the working
hours.

Researchers at the Cambridge University, UK,
collected the data of 174 countries starting from 1960, and
predicted that on an average, every country, be it rich or
poor, will suffer an economic dip of minimum 10% by the
end of the century. According to a Stanford study, India’s
economy has shrunk by 31% due to global warming.
Some studies show that the growing concentration of
greenhouse gases has enriched cool countries like Sweden
and Norway but has dragged down the economic growth
in warmer countries like India and Nigeria. Poor
countries are getting poorer, the gap between the group
of nations with the highest and the lowest economic
output per person is 25% more than what it should have
been.

The recent Australian bushfires; the gruesome
conflagration in the rainforests in Bolivia and in the
Amazon in Brazil; the increased landslides in Indian states
like Assam; rising sea levels that have already submerged
the low-lying islands of Sundarbans, leading to the
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displacement of thousands of people; and reaching a new
record-high temperature worldwide, are the most visible
and disturbing effects of climate change. The sea in Sindh,
Pakistan is already encroaching about 80 acres of land
every day and it is predicted that the historical cities of
Thatta and Badin will be swallowed by the sea by 2025,
whichisnot so distant.

Climate scientists believe that these are just signs of
what is about to come next. If sustainability is what we
desire, then appropriate actions need to be undertaken to
protect not only the economic conditions but also our
Mother Earth.

Greta Thunberg, the Green Panther

“People are suffering, people are
dying, and the entire ecosystem is
collapsing. We are at the beginning
of mass extinction, and all you can
talk about is money and fairy tales of
eternal economic growth. How dare
you?” roared Greta Thunberg, while
delivering an emotional speech at the
United Nations Climate Action
Summit 2019.

Greta Tintin Eleonora Ernman
Thunberg is a 17-year-old Swedish
climate activist who assumed the
responsibility to make a difference in
the world - the world where people
have been sidelining the issue of
climate change because they are busy
making money. Born in Stockholm,
to opera singer Malena Ernman and
actor Svante Thunberg, she is a
descendant of Svante Arrhenius, the Nobel prize-winning
chemist who was the first person to estimate the extent of
the greenhouse effect on the Earth. Greta first learned
about climate change when she was 8 years old, and she
often wondered about people’s passivity and ignorance of
this crucial issue.

In 2018, on a fine August morning, Greta skipped her
school and sat outside the Riksdag, the Swedish
Parliament, holding a hand-painted placard which read,
“SKOLSTREJK FOR KLIMATET” (SCHOOL STRIKE
FOR CLIMATE CHANGE). She continued to do this fora
few days but her efforts received little attention, and it was
only when she started posting the photographs of her
strike on social media that people started to acknowledge
them. Local reporters started featuring her, whichled to a
meteoric rise of the recognition of her efforts worldwide.

Inspired by her actions, alot of school students joined
the protest, which later became an internationally
renowned movement called #FridaysForFuture. They
took to the streets every Friday to protest against climate
change, and to demand stringent and effective actions
from the governments in this regard. By December 2018,
more than 20,000 students had joined her in countries
including Australia, Belgium, Japan, the UK and the US.

During her media appearance in a Ted Talk, Greta
talked about the need to take immediate action against
climate change. She also revealed that at the age of seven,
she was diagnosed with Asperger syndrome, obsessive-
compulsive disorder (OCD), and selective mutism. The
reason behind the revelation was to assert that she only

speaks when it is necessary and
according to her, “Now is one of
those moments.”

Whatever cause Greta advocates,
she applies that in her own life too.
She convinced her parents to buy an
electric car and give up flying, which
led to her mother sacrificing her
international career as a renowned
opera singer. Her family turned to
vegetarianism to reduce carbon
footprint and to support Greta in her
mission to save the environment.

In December 2018, during her
speech at the United Nations Climate
Change Conference (COP24) held in
Katowice, Poland, she said, “You
only speak of green eternal
economic growth because you are
too scared of being unpopular. You
only talk about moving forward with the same bad ideas
that got us into this mess, even when the only sensible
thing to do is to pull the emergency brake. You are not
mature enough to tell it like it is. Even that burden you
leave to us (children).” Her sharp address to the world
leaders captured the attention of many.

2019 has been an eventful year for Thunberg. She
went to various places, delivered speeches on climate
change, and attended #FridaysForFuture movements in
different cities and countries.

In January 2019, she took a 32 hour train to Davos,
Switzerland to attend the World Economic Forum, while
other delegates arrived by their private jets. In her moving
speech, she called out influential people, shared her vision
on climate change with the delegates & investors, and
said, “Our house is on fire, | want you to panic.”

She spoke about the Paris Agreement at a conference
of the European Economic and Social Committee in
February 2019 and later joined 7,500 Belgian students in a
climate protest in Brussels. Greta visited Berlin on a
weekend and addressed approximately 25,000 people
near Brandenburg Gate in an attempt to create awareness
about the potential destruction of the planet’s
sustainability by the current climate change. Later that
month, she was honoured with the ‘Golden Camera
Special Award’ at one of Germany’s annual film and
television award shows. And in July 2019, she received
Normandy’s ‘Freedom Prize’.

Thunberg believes in strong actions rather than
empty words. And this was evident when she chose to
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travel by water to New York City to attend the UN
Climate Action Summit. She sailed across the Atlantic
Ocean from Plymouth, England to New Yorkina 60 ft. (18
m) racing yacht, Malizia II, equipped with solar panels and
underwater turbines. Later that year, she participated in
major global climate strikes held in various cities of
Canada (Montreal, Edmonton and Vancouver) and the US
(New York, Iowa, Los Angeles, Charlotte, Denver and the
Standing Rock Indian Reservation).

On 11" December, 2019, Greta Thunberg attended
COP25 in Madrid, Spain. Her speech was corroborated
with convincing statistical figures indicating how much
people need to do for the climate to save the future of
human beings and other species on this planet. She ended
her speech saying, “We do not have to wait. We can start
the change right now.”

While many Presidential candidates like Kamala
Harris, Beto O'Rourke and Bernie Sanders expressed their
support after her speech at the September 2019 Action
Summit in New York, her sharp tongue and
straightforward public speech also made her a recipient of
criticism from many renowned world leaders like
Vladimir Putin and Donald Trump. Even after being
personally attacked on social media platforms, she kept
her cool and replied to all the criticism in a witty manner.

Greta Thunberg has been honoured with numerous
rewards for her activism on the issue of climate change.
Recently, she has been nominated as a candidate for the
Nobel Peace Prize. In addition to this, she was featured as
the Person of the Year 2019 by Time Magazine. Inspired
by her life, a book titled, Greta and the Giants has been
written by Zoe Tucker and Zoe Presico. American
painter, Elizabeth Peyton chose her 2019 portrait of Greta
Thunberg as the leading image of one of her shows. Greta
has also been depicted in many murals (in Bristol, San
Francisco, etc.). Margaret Atwood has compared her to
Joan of Arc, praising the teenage environmentalist as
wonderful.

In the recent World Economic Forum held in Davos,
Switzerland on 21" January, 2020, Greta delivered two
speeches, mainly concentrating on the need for zero
carbon emissions, and she urged the concerned
authorities to take immediate action.

Greta Thunberg has inspired climate strikes across
the world. School students from more than 71 countries
have participated in these strikes. Her inspiration among
the students is now known as “The Greta Effect’. Let’s
make her effort to change the world a reality, and spare a
little of our time to #FridaysForFuture. Let’s make this
world abetter place to live.

Heal Thyself

All this has started to seem usual but it is actually the stress
and the burden of achieving material targets that is
causing people to fall prey to mental health issues like
depression, insomnia, backaches and ADHD. To find
effective remedies, people are now shifting to yoga,
therapy and other healing modalities as alternative
solutions, along with medication.

Harneet Kaur, an ex-banker, talks about her
experience, “Ever since I was a kid, I have lived
ambitiously, with the aim to prove my worth to my
grandparents, who adopted me from my biological
parents when I was one year old.

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Battle of Saragarhi: The Forgotten Battle

The Battle of Saragarhi was the bravest battle ever fought
in India. It was a battle fought between the Sikh soldiers of
the British Indian Army and the Pashtun Orakzai
tribesmen. The Orakzai was considered as a deadly tribe.
The Pashtuns are historically known as ethnic Afghans
and Pathans, an Iranian ethnic group who mainly live in
Pakistan and Afghanistan. Orakzai is a Pashtun
Afghanistan tribe, native to the Orakzai Agency and parts
of Kurram Agency located in the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
region of Pakistan.

The epic Battle of Saragarhi was fought between
21 soldiers from the 36th Sikh Regiment of the British
Indian Army and over 10,000 Pashtun tribesmen. It took
place nearly two decades after the Second Anglo-Afghan
War. The Battle of Saragarhi was fought on 12" September,
1897. Saragarhi was a small village in the border district of
Kohat, situated on the Samana Range, in present-day
Pakistan. It’s been almost 123 years since the epic battle,
but it is still hard to understand how it had actually panned
out. In the late 19"century, tensions were heightened
between Britain and Russia as the nations battled over
territories in central Asia. British forces held vulnerable
posts on the colonial border between British India and
Afghanistan, threatened by both Russian forces and Afghan
tribes.

On 20"April, 1894, the 36th Sikh Regiment of
British Indian Army was created, under the command

of Colonel J. Cook. It was composed of Jat Sikhs
entirely. In August 1897, five companies of the 36th
Sikh Regiment, under Lieutenant Colonel John
Haughton, were sent to the northwest frontier of British
India (present-day Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa), and were
stationed at Samana Hills, Kurag, Sangar, Sahtop Dhar
and Saragarhi.

The frontier between colonial India and Afghanistan
in the 19"century was a place of danger and unrest.

Our Sikh soldiers, the then British Indian contingent
(now the 4th battalion of the Sikh Regiment), were
stationed at Saragarhi army post and were attacked by
10,000 to 12,000 Afghans. The Sikhs, led by Havaldar Ishar
Singh, chose to fight to death in one of history’s greatest
last stands. The last stand battle is a battle, which is fought
between the final defenses of what is left of a military
group, against an overwhelming opposition. Such abattle
usually results in either “annihilation” of the defending
force, or in rare cases, retreat’ of the attacking force. Our
soldiers never thought about surrendering but simply
fought to death!

Details of the Battle: Details of the Battle of
Saragarhi are considered fairly accurate because Sepoy
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Gurmukh Singh signalled all events to Fort Lockhart by

heliograph as they occurred:

% Around 09:00, approximately 10,000 Afghans reached
the signalling post at Saragarhi.

% Sepoy Gurmukh Singh of the 36th Sikh Regiment

signalled to Colonel Haughton at Fort Lockhart that

they were under attack.

Haughton stated that he could not send immediate

help to Saragarhi.

The soldiers at Saragarhi decided to fight till the end

to prevent the enemy from reaching the forts.

% Sepoy Bhagwan Singh was the first soldier to get
killed and Naik Lal Singh was seriously wounded.

% Naik Lal Singh and Sepoy Jiwa Singh reportedly

carried the body of Sepoy Bhagwan Singh back to the

innerlayer of the post.

The enemy broke a portion of the wall of the picket.

Haughton signalled that the estimated Pashtuns

attacking Saragarhi were between 10,000 - 12,000.

% The leaders of the Pashtun forces reportedly made
promises to the soldiers to entice them to surrender.

% Two determined attempts were made to break open
the gate but were unsuccessful.

< Later, the wall wasbreached.

% Thereafter, the fiercest hand-to-hand fighting
occurred.

Havaldar Ishar Singh was part of the Sikh Regiment
of British Indian Army posted at Gulistan Fort along the
Indian Afghan border. He led the 21 Sikh soldiers in the
fight against the Pashtun invaders. In an act of
outstanding bravery, Havaldar Ishar Singh ordered his
men to fall back into the inner layer, whilst he remained to
fight. However, this was breached and all but one of the
defending soldiers were killed, along with many of the
Pashtuns.

Stated to have killed 20 Afghans, Sepoy Gurmukh
Singh was the last surviving Sikh defender. The Pashtuns
had to set fire to the post to kill him. As he was dying, he
shouted the Sikh battle cry repeatedly, “Jo Bole So Nihaal,
Sat Sri Akaal!” (One who says that God is the ultimate
truth, will be blessed eternally). Gurmukh Singh was also
the youngest of them all, he was merely 19 years old.

Ultimately, all the soldiers of the 36th Sikh Regiment
lost their lives after putting up an exemplary fight. Just 21
Sikhs killed 180 Pashtuns! Our proud non-commissioned
Sikh officers and soldiers died in the Battle of Saragarhi. It
wasn’t death according to them. It was dignity! ‘Giving
up’ was not in their blood at all! They could have
surrendered to the 10,000 bloodthirsty slaughterers! They
did not surrender; rather, they chose to fight until their
lastbreath.

It should be remembered that all 21 were not fully
trained soldiers. Among them were cooks and
communicators who fought for the pride of their country
and broke the confidence of the Afghans. The Sikh
soldiers had guns while the Afghans only had swords; but
despite having guns, bullets were the issue because the
rifle could only shoot a single bullet at a time and the
ammunition was scarce. Even in the hand-to-hand fight,
the Sikhs were more skilled than the Afghans, making it
an iconic battle. Having destroyed Saragarhi, the Afghans
turned their attention to Fort Gulistan, but they had been
delayed too long, and reinforcements arrived during the
night of 13"-14" September, before the fort could be
captured. The Pashtuns later admitted that they had lost
about 180 soldiers and many more had been wounded
during the battle with the Sikh soldiers, but some 600
bodies are said to have been seen around the ruined post
when the relief party arrived (however, the fort had been
retaken, on 14" September, by the use of intensive
artillery fire, which may have caused many casualties).
The total casualties in the entire campaign, including the
Battle of Saragarhi, numbered around 4,800.

In 1897, Queen Victoria declared in the British
Parliament, “It is no exaggeration to record that the
armies which possess the valiant Sikhs cannot face defeat
in war.” The UK Parliament gave all the brave Sikh
soldiers a standing ovation and awarded them the Indian
Order of Merit posthumously. This award is considered
equivalentto Param Vir Chakra.

These 21 Sikhs held out valiantly against the odds for
nearly seven hours before being overwhelmed. News of
their bravery travelled the world and is still
commemorated. Saragarhi Day is a Sikh military
commemoration day celebrated on 12" September every
year to salute the heroes of this battle. It is known as the
Regimental Battle Honours Day. Sikhs all around the
world commemorate the battle on this day.

UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organisation) has recorded this death-or-glory
tale in the collection of the list of ‘8 Stories of Collective
Bravery in the History of Mankind’.

Most of the 21 Sikh soldiers were from Amritsar and
Ferozepur. Gurudwara Saragarhi, located near the
Golden Temple in Amritsar, marks the brave sacrifice of
the Sikh soldiers. Gurudwara Saragarhi Memorial in
Ferozepur stands as a protected monument and is a
tribute to those Sikh soldiers who sacrificed their lives.
The memorial Gurudwara, surrounded by half-a-dozen
small and big cannons with names of the 21 brave soldiers
inscribed on its walls, was built by the army with stones
from the then Saragarhi post. Saragarhi Memorial, a
symbol of courage and bravery, was declared openin 1904
by Sir Charles Revz.

The former chief minister of Punjab, Captain
Amarinder Singh, has invoked a Punjab-wide holiday on
12" September every year to honour the martyrs.
For along time, it was perhaps difficult to mark Saragarhi
battle’s honour day in Britain because the regiment
became an Indian regiment but Saragarhi is now officially
commemorated in the UK too, and other forgotten
frontier battles are gaining more attention. On the
120"anniversary of the battle, a commemoration service
was held at the National Memorial Arboretum, home of
UK’s First World War Sikh Memorial, to remember and
honour all those who fought and died on the forgotten
frontier. French schools mention the Battle of Saragarhiin
their curriculum to exemplify the virtues of devotion
towards duty and sacrifice.

In India, most of our children haven’t even heard
aboutit! It’s sad that not many people in India know about
the unflinching courage of the Saragarhi heroes, and even
the history books shy away from telling their story
because they fought for the British Indian Army.

The British Army launched the book, Saragarhi: The
Forgotten Battle in 2013 at Old College Royal Military
Academy, Sandhurst. Maj. Gen. Shubhi Sood has also
written a book on the epic battle. There are three
Bollywood films featuring the battle: ‘Sons of Sardaar:
The Battle of Saragarhi’, ‘Battle of Saragarhi’ and ‘Kesari’.
Captain Jay Singh-Sohal, a journalist and an army reserve
officer, is the author and presenter of the new
documentary film, ‘Saragarhi: The True Story’, released
on 12"September, 2017. As a result of these concerted
efforts, people will finally know the untold story of the 21
Sikh heroes.

Mata Bhag Kaur, famously known as
Mai Bhago, was born in the late 17"
century at her ancestral village Jhabal,
currently in the Tarn Taran district of
Amritsar in Punjab. In her childhood,
Mai Bhago was called Bhag Bhari,
which means fortunate’.

She was born to Malo Shah who
served in Guru Hargobind Ji's army.
She was also a descendent of Pero
Shah, the younger brother of Bhai
Launga, a Dhillon Jatt who converted
to Sikhism during the time of Guru
Arjan Dev Ji.

Asayoung girl she heard about the
martyrdom of Guru Arjan Dev Ji, the
warsled by Guru Hargobind Ji, and the
stories of Mughal injustice and cruelty
against the Sikhs. These stories left a
deep impression on her mind in her
childhood. She also used to visit Guru |
Tegh Bahadur Ji along with her family.
Upon hearing the news of the |
martyrdom of Guru Tegh BahadurJi =

and his companions, she was shocked \-. —

Later, she got married to Nidhan
Singh Varaich of Patti, a bold Sikh
warrior who inherited Daska in Sialkot
district from his father and acquired a
large area of land.

Those times were very difficult for
the Sikh warriors (including Nidhan
Singh) as the Mughals waged nonstop
warfare on Guru Gobind Singh Ji’s
army. As tough as it was on him, it was
tougher on his warriors who were
tighting fortress after fortress, having
very little (nuts and leaves) to eat.
Meanwhile, the Mughals and hill chiefs
surrounded Anandpur Sahib and
declared that the Sikhs who converted
to Islam would be left untouched.
With a heavy heart, a group of forty
Sikhs, led by Mahan Singh Brar told
Guru Gobind Singh Ji that they were
not his Sikhs anymore and wanted to
leave him in order to live a normal life.
Guru Ji told them to sign a document
claiming the same. All forty Sikhs
signed this document - Bedava - and

mind to stop such injustice an
violence against the Sikhs.

When she visited Anandpur Sahib with her father in
1699, where Guru Gobind Singh Ji created the Khalsa, she
was baptized along with other members of her family,
hence named Bagh Kaur.

She wanted to stay there to learn the martial arts and
become a soldier, but her father refused and brought her
back as she was a woman and women did not take part in
the Sikh army in those days. However, she was stubborn
and managed to change her father’s mind. She started
learning the art of warfare and horse riding from him.
Beinga staunch Sikh and a fearless woman, bravery was in
herblood.

She made a top knot of her hair and covered it with a
small turban. She had a spear in one hand, sword in the
other, a shield on her shoulders and other small arms in
her belt. She had fiery eyes on her bright face and had a
well-builebody justlike asoldier. Faith and truth were the
ornaments she wore. In the beginning, she aimed at small
bushes outside the village with her small spear but soon
star’téd'm_Sﬁe became a staunch saint soldier

but didn’t engage in any battle in her younger years.

Mai Bhago came to seek Guru
Gobind Singh Ji’s blessings to have a son. Upon learning
about Guru Jibeing deserted by some Sikhs, including her
husband, she was highly distressed. She ordered her
husband to stay home and take care of the house while
she rode into battle.

She rode to all the nearby areas and convinced all the
local women to refuse the deserters any help or hospitality.
At the same time, she gathered a group of women to take
up arms to replace the men who had left Guru Ji. She
reprimanded the deserters, telling them to either stay
behind and look after the children or gear up and fight.
Ashamed of what they had done, those forty men (challi
mukta) rode along with her to Khidrana (presently known
as Muktsar), where the battle took place.

After Guru Gobind Singh Jileft Chamkaur, he went to
the Malva region. Travelling day and night in the jungles
of Malva, being followed closely by the Mughal army,
Guru Ji finally reached the village of Khidrana and joined
the force of forty menled by Mai Bhago.

The two armies fought furiously. After weeks of
pursuit, the 16,000 exhausted and thirsty Mughal troops
were forced to retreat. All forty Sikhs attained martyrdom



in this raging battle. When he visited the battleground,
Guru Gobind Singh Ji found all the men dead, except
Mahan Singh. Guru Ji took him into his lap and forgave all
the deserters. Later, Mahan Singh also died. Mai Bhago
and Guru Gobind Singh Ji were the sole survivors of this
fiercely foughtbattle. Guru Ji took Mai Bhago into his care
as she had also sustained serious injuries. Her husband
and brothers had been killed in this battle, so she
dedicated herlife to meditation and attained liberation.

Some sources say that after attaining liberation, Mata
Ji became detached from the physical world, its customs
and traditions. She started to live her life free of any
attachment to the material world. Then, Guru Gobind
Singh Ji intervened and asked her to tie a turban, wear
kachhera, cover herself with a shawl, and live a simple and
cultured life in order to preserve the honor of her family.
She obeyed Guru Ji's orders and thereafter stayed on with
him as one of his bodyguards, dressed in male attire. She
accompanied Guru Gobind Singh Ji to Damdama Sahib,
Agra and Nanded, and lived there until Guru Ji left this
world.

After the death of Guru Gobind Singh Ji at Nanded in
1708, she settled down at Jinvara, 11 kms from Bidar in
Karnataka where she preached Sikhism and then
immersed in meditation till she passed away.

The hut, where she meditated in Jinvara, has now
been converted to Gurudwara Tap Asthan Mai Bhago.
Her spear is still preserved in the Gurudwara along with
the arms of Guru Gobind Singh Ji. At Nanded, a hall
named, Bunga Mai Bhago has been built within the
compound of Takht Sachkhand, Sri Hazur Sahib,
marking the site of her residence.

There are several institutions and schemes running
under her name (Mai Bhago Vidya Scheme, Mai Bhago
Armed Forces Training Institute, etc.) as part of the
women empowerment initiatives. BBC featured her as a
‘little known legend” on the occasion of International
Women’s Day. A symbol of bravery and courage, she was
the firstwoman warrior in the Sikh history.

There is no doubt that Japan is one of the most exotic
cultures in the world, an eclectic mix of both tradition and
modernity. To demystify Japan's culture, learning
Japanese language is the way to go, more so in the present
scenario where India-Japan relations are touching a new
high. India-Japan relations, said to have begun in the 6"
century with the introduction of Buddhism to Japan, have
come a long way in the 21" century. Bold initiatives taken
by the former Prime Minister, Mr. Manmohan Singh and
his Japanese counterpart, Mr. Junichiro Koizumi in 2005,
paved the way for monumental development in the
relationship between the two countries. Annual Prime
Minister summits between both the countries established
in 2006, and upgradation of India-Japan bilateral relations
to ‘Special Strategic and Global Partnership’ in 2014 have
ushered in greater cooperation in economic, scientific,
technological, defense and cultural domains-the most
recent one being the Shinkansen (Bullet Train) Project.

According to the former Japanese Prime Minister, Mr.
Abe Shinzo, “Japan- India relationship is blessed with the
greatest potential for development of any bilateral
relationship in the world.” Since no bilateral relationship
is possible without the knowledge of language,
in its efforts towards furthering people-to-people
exchange, one of the major policy thrusts of the
government of Japan is the promotion of Japanese
language education in India. As per the data compiled by
the Japan Foundation, there are 35,000 Japanese learners
and 1,000 teachers in India at present. On the other hand,
we have 1441 Japanese registered companies and 5102
Japanese business establishments. These numbers, bound
to grow in the years to come, translate into an increasing
demand for the Japanese speaking youth.

While there is a plethora of Indian students proficient
in European languages like French, German and Spanish,
those with Japanese proficiency are far too less. This trend
is mainly attributed to the difficulty level of the Japanese
langﬁw scripts of Japanese, namely
Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji, compared with the

common Roman script of European languages, seem

Wrs to begin with. However, what
needs to be understood is the fact that Japanese is very

much similar to Hindi and other Indian languages like
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Punjabi, Marathi, Tamil, etc. Indian students not really
well versed with English can also make a great mark in
Japanese if they have a stronghold over their mother
tongue. Some of the peculiarities that make Japanese a
very interesting language are the different functions of its
three scripts and different counters for counting different
things. It is a contextual language where the subject is
often omitted and verb conjugation is not affected by
gender and number. Also, owing to the culture of respect
in Japan, extensive honorifics are used to show various
degrees of respect.

With Japan'’s influential position in global business,
knowledge of Japanese language, along with one’s
primary skills can open up a world of opportunities. Itisa
gateway language to other Asian languages like Chinese
and Korean. Learning Japanese enables one to explore the
diverse culture and rich history of the country. Most
importantly, speaking a less-commonly studied language
which is notorious for being difficult is a testimony to the
commitment and perseverance of learners, who can avail
an increasing number of scholarships to study or
undertake research in Japan.

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Forms of Capital Related to Dance

Capital is an accumulated labour in its material form. It
has the capacity to generate profits over a period of time.
There are three forms of capital — cultural, social and
economic. Economic capital is the root of all forms of
capital. It may be institutionalised in the form of property
rights. Further, social capital is made up of social
obligations which can be institutionalised. Both cultural
and social capitals can be converted into economic capital.

Dance manifests in each spectrum of the society. It
may be classical or contemporary. Indian classical dance,
or Shastriya Nritya, is an umbrella term for various
performance art forms rooted in religious Hindu musical
theatre styles. There are more than eight recognised
classical dances classified on the basis of source and
scholar, namely Bharatanatyam, Kathak, Kuchipudi,
Odissi, Kathakali, Sattriya, Manipuri and Mohiniyattam.
The Ministry of Culture, Government of India, includes
Chhau too in its classical list. These dances are
traditionally regional. All of them include music and
recitation in the local languages, or at times Sanskrit.
These represent a unity of core ideas in a diversity of
styles, costumes and expressions. Various forms of dance

signify different forms of capital.

Dance as Cultural Capital

Cultural capital may be institutionalised in the form
of educational qualifications. It is accumulation of
knowledge, behaviour and skills to demonstrate cultural
competence and social standing. People have access to
different types of cultural capital from different sources,
depending on their economic background, ethnicity,
geographicallocation, religion and other factors.

Classical dances have been produced by individuals
belonging to specific community as a part of their cultural
lifestyle. Folk dances were converted to classical dances
for the sake of national cultural capital.

Dance facilitates percolation of knowledge to the
masses. It exists in an embodied state in the form of long
lasting disposition of the mind and body.

“Your notes were perfect, but the soul was missing,” - a
common judgment heard on talent shows based on
singing.

“All my notes were perfect, but what can be done about
the soul?” A ‘singer’ worries, butan “artist’ knows.

Do the names Allium-Bullet, Cock’s Comb, Alexberry,
Glides and Gerbera sound familiar to you? Probably not,
unless you are an avid anthophile. Well for many of us, the
uninformed lot, these are just a handful of the abundant
variety of exotic and indigenous flowers that embellish
the wholesale Ghazipur Flower Market every night.

Acknowledging the growing demands of flower
traders, event managers, wedding planners and religious
devouts in the National Capital Region of Delhi, the
government has set-up a designated wholesale flower
mandi area to facilitate the inflow; auction and delivery of
freshly procured flowers from various states of the
country (and abroad), with ample transportation and cold
storage facilities. After
shifting from its earlier
location at Rajiv Chowk
(erstwhile Connaught Place) §
a few years ago, Ghazipur N ¥58
Flower Market has seen a
humongous growth and is |
now considered as the largest
flower market in North
India.

I share my experience of
visiting the place at 5.00 am. I
had visited the erstwhile
location of this Flower
Market once a decade ago — I
was fascinated then, and this
time too, I was awestruck by the quantum leap it has taken
in terms of the size of the market, the variety of flowers
exhibited, the people visiting the facility, the ancillary
infrastructure and the industries it supports.

I must admit that the entry did look a bit mundane to
me but the feeling was soon replaced by one of awe the
moment I ventured deeper into the market place.
Outlining the market were the merchants selling the
items, ancillary yet essential, to produce those
mesmerizing floral arrangements — baskets, variety of
intricately woven wires, color sprays, multi-color floral
paper, plastic sheets, garden scissors, cutters, colorful
scotch tapes and coir thread reels.

Aslwentalittleinside, [ was greeted by a vivid variety
of flowers, shrubs, grasses and leaves. There were

different colors and sizes of carnations, dandelions, tulips,
W, o caiia lilies, viburnums, daisies, lotus,

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jasmine, daffodils, marigolds, chrysanthemums,
craspedias, ornamental and edible brassica flowers,
omnipresent roses... and then some, which I didn’t
recognize.

Despite the early hours, the market area was bustling
with diverse mix (age, gender, religion, etc.) of people
carrying on high-pitched bidding, and the negotiations
were in full swing. I was told that the market opens as
early as 12.30 am-1.00 am. As for your early-morning
cravings, there are a number of stalls inside the market
thatserve hot ginger tea with pakoras and other snacks.

The wholesale market with its elaborate menu of
offerings won’t fail to draw you, no matter which category
you belong to — a trader, an
interior decorator with an
event management firm, a
wedding planner, a hotel
executive, a religious
establishment employee, ora
florist looking to buy
. exquisite flowers, garlands
and ornamental leaves in
bulk. In this bustling crowd,
you’'ll also find anthophiles,
photographers, nature trail
enthusiasts, etc. — looking to
capture the fragrant,
flowering sight of Delhi.

Every night, truckloads
of numerous varieties of indigenous and imported
flowers, leaves, figs, grasses and shrubs make a beeline to
this beautiful market. Then, there is a self-sustaining
cottage industry working within the seams of this market.
Here, women and men craft beautiful garlands out of
fresh jasmine, marigold, lily, rose, anemone, etc. for
religious offerings, festive ceremonies and social
gatherings that reach every nook and corner of Delhi and
the neighboring states every day. Ghazipur Flower Market
isindeed a treat for sore eyes.

I spent a few hours in the market, taking my fill of the
beauteous colors and a heady mix of heavenly fragrance.
As Iwalked out, I knew that I would be back soon to revel
inDelhi’s colorful, fragrant & exotic nightlife!
